The new helipad allows for day picnics to Grand Barbe on Silhouette Island where guests will 

have the beach to themselves; to the bird sanctuary at Aride Island, or even to Anse Cocos on 

La Digue, the island’s most isolated beach. The guest’s personal butler will accompany these 

away days, to ensure that all needs and wishes are catered for.  To discover the splendour of 

the islands, MAIA guests can also arrange scenic flights, for 15 minutes or more, exploring the 

kaleidoscope of colours that is The Seychelles’ flora, beaches and ocean.
